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BANGLADESH
In Bangladesh, millions of families continue 
to face food insecurity, with widowed 
households, older people, and refugee 
communities among the most affected. But 
last Eid, your Qurbani helped restore joy 
and dignity to families in Saidpur and the 
surrounding Rohingya settlements.

Your support provided fresh, locally sourced 
beef to those who would otherwise struggle 
to celebrate Eid with a nourishing meal. Your 
Qurbani reached 992 vulnerable families — 

including widows, orphans, and refugees 
living below the poverty line — helping 
them share in the blessing of Eid al-Adha.

If you gave your Qurbani in Bangladesh, 
you provided 3.1 kilograms of fresh meat 
to families in need, supporting meaningful 
nourishment and community celebration.

CHAD
Last Eid, your Qurbani brought joy and 
nourishment to families in Chad, where 
conflict and displacement have made daily 
life increasingly difficult.

Thanks to your generosity, vulnerable 
families, including widows and children, in 
N’Djamena and surrounding areas were able 
to celebrate Eid with dignity and hope. Your 
Qurbani provided fresh, locally sourced meat 
to those most affected by hardship, helping 
communities come together in the spirit of 
Eid al-Adha.

If you gave your Qurbani in Chad, you  
helped reach 1,848 families (around 14,784 
people) with fresh goat and sheep meat, 
supporting meaningful nourishment and  
Eid celebration.

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EGYPT
In Egypt, thousands of families continue 
to face hardship due to rising food prices, 
economic challenges, and the ongoing strain 
on communities hosting refugees fleeing 
conflicts in Gaza and Sudan. For many low-
income households, purchasing meat during 
Eid is simply out of reach.

Last Eid, your Qurbani brought comfort, 
nourishment, and dignity to struggling 
families across Aswan, Alexandria, and 
North Sinai. Through your generosity, 84 
cows were sacrificed, producing 13,175 

kg of fresh, clean beef. These distributions 
supported 2,635 households (10,540 
people), including widowed families, 
elderly community members, Palestinians 
displaced by the war in Gaza, and Sudanese 
refugees escaping violence.

Each household received around 5 kg of 
meat, helping them celebrate Eid al-Adha 
with joy, dignity, and a wholesome meal 
shared with loved ones.

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ETHIOPIA
Last Eid, your Qurbani brought comfort and 
nourishment to families in drought-affected 
Ethiopia, where access to food and clean 
water remains a daily struggle.

Your generous donations meant that 30 cows 
were sacrificed, providing fresh, locally 
sourced meat to displaced families in Qoloji 
IDP Camp. Each Qurbani offered 17.14 kg 
of clean beef, shared between six families, 
helping them add vital protein to their diets 
amid one of the worst hunger emergencies  
in recent years.

In total, 3,600 kg of fresh meat were 
distributed among 1,400 households (8,400 
people) a powerful act of solidarity that 
helped families celebrate Eid with dignity.

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INDIA
In India, millions of families continue to 
face hardship, with many unable to afford 
nutritious meals. Last Eid, your Qurbani 
brought joy and nourishment to families 
across multiple states, including West 
Bengal and Bihar. Through your generosity, 
vulnerable households, including widows, 
the elderly and families living below the 
poverty line, were able to enjoy a dignified 
and fulfilling Eid celebration.

Across India, a combined total of 5,661 
cows were sacrificed, producing 353,448 
kg of fresh, clean meat. These distributions 

reached 77,688 families/households, 
benefitting approximately 505,080 people.

Each family received an average of 4.5 to 
5 kg of meat, enabling them to prepare 
a hearty Eid meal and feel uplifted, 
remembered and supported during  
this blessed time.

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KENYA
In drought-affected parts of Kenya, families 
continue to face food shortages and rising 
malnutrition. Last Eid, your Qurbani brought 
relief and joy to vulnerable households in 
Tana River County, including widowed and 
low-income families.

A total of 154 cows were sacrificed, 
producing 12,936 kg of clean beef. This was 
distributed among 3,234 households (16,170 
people), providing families with nourishing 
meals and a reason to celebrate Eid together.

Each Qurbani share provided about 12 kg 
of meat, divided between three families, 
helping them mark Eid al-Adha with 
gratitude and hope.

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LEBANON
Amid soaring food prices and ongoing 
refugee hardship, the people of Lebanon face 
an extreme level of poverty, unable to afford 
staple, nourishing foods.

Last Eid, your Qurbani brought relief and 
joy to struggling families in Lebanon, where 
soaring food prices have made even the most 
basic meals difficult to afford.

Your generosity reached families across 
South Lebanon and Saida, including Syrian 
and Palestinian refugees, widows, and 

people with disabilities. A total of 172 lambs 
were sacrificed, producing 3,440 kg of fresh, 
locally sourced meat for 1,376 households 
(5,868 people).

Each Qurbani yielded about 20 kg of meat, 
shared among several families, giving 
vulnerable households a rare chance to  
enjoy a nourishing Eid meal together.

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MALAWI
In Malawi, nearly a quarter of child deaths 
are caused by malnutrition. Poverty and 
recurring extreme weather has left 5.4 
million people severely undernourished  
and at risk of hunger.

In Malawi, where poverty and recurring 
extreme weather have left many families 
struggling to find enough food, your  
Qurbani brought comfort and nourishment  
during Eid.

Through your support, 1,488 goats and 
4,630 sheep were sacrificed across 
Blantyre, Lirangwe, Chiradzulu, Balaka, 
Zomba, Mangochi, and Mulanje. This 
produced 91,936 kg of clean meat for 
22,984 households (183,872 people) helping 
families celebrate Eid with dignity and joy.

Each household received an average of 4kg 
of meat, ensuring widowed and orphan-
headed families could share a wholesome, 
celebratory meal together.

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MALI
Mali continues to face conflict and climate 
shocks that leave families hungry. Climate 
change, insecurity and economic hardship 
have left 32% of the population of Mali in 
need of humanitarian help, that’s 7.1  
million people.

Last Eid, your Qurbani brought hope and 
nourishment to families across Mali,  
where many continue to face hardship  
due to conflict, climate change, and 
economic challenges.

Your generosity helped ensure that 
vulnerable households in Bamako could 
celebrate Eid with dignity. A total of 743 
goats were sacrificed, producing 8,916kg 
of goat meat for 2,229 households (17,832 
people), including widows, the elderly, and  
displaced families.

Each family received around 4kg of fresh 
goat meat, helping them share in the 
blessings of Eid al-Adha with gratitude  
and joy.

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MOZAMBIQUE
Last Eid, your Qurbani brought joy and 
nourishment to families in Tete and 
Moatize, where poverty and economic 
hardship make it difficult for many to 
afford nutritious meals.

Through your support, 100 goats were 
sacrificed, producing 1,200 kg of clean, 
fresh meat. These distributions reached 
300 households (2,700 people), ensuring 
that families living in extreme poverty 
could mark Eid with a wholesome meal  
and renewed hope.

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NEPAL
In Nepal, 36% of young children suffer 
from stunted growth, a clear sign of long-
term malnutrition that affects their health, 
learning, and future opportunities. At the 
same time, 4.6 million people across the 
country are food insecure, struggling to 
access enough nutritious food to meet their 
daily needs.

Last Eid, your Qurbani brought 
nourishment and joy to families in Nepal, 
where many struggle to access enough 
nutritious food each day.

In Rupandehi and surrounding areas, 26 
cows were sacrificed, producing 2,080 kg 
of clean, fresh meat for 468 households 
(2,340 people). Recipients included widows, 
the elderly, and marginalised families living 
below the poverty line — all able to share in 
the blessings of Eid with renewed hope.

Each family received about 4.5 kg of meat, 
bringing a rare and meaningful Eid meal  
to their tables.

Despite being the wealthiest African nation, 
half of the people in Nigeria live below the 
poverty line.

Last Eid, your Qurbani helped families in 
Nigeria experience the joy of Eid despite 
economic hardship and rising living costs.

Across Lagos, Edo, Ogun, Ondo, and 
Kwara, 9 cows (63 shares) were sacrificed, 
producing around 675 kg of fresh beef. This 
supported local host families and vulnerable 
households, helping them come together for 
a nourishing Eid meal.

Each family received an average of about 
3 kg of meat, offering comfort and dignity 
during the Eid celebration.

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PAKISTAN
In Pakistan, over one in five people are 
undernourished, while nearly half of all 
young children suffer from stunted growth. 
In the hardest-hit areas, families are forced 
to spend up to 90% of their limited income 
on food, leaving almost nothing for other 
essentials such as healthcare, shelter,  
or education.

Last Eid, your Qurbani brought 
nourishment and joy to families across 
Pakistan, where many continue to face  
food insecurity and economic hardship.

Across Rajanpur, Mansehra, and Bagh-AJK, 
your generosity funded 413 cows (2,891 
shares), producing 33,872 kg of fresh 
beef. These distributions reached 10,570 
households (68,705 people), including 
widows, orphans, the elderly, and flood-
affected families.

Each family received around 3 kg of meat, 
helping them celebrate Eid al-Adha with 
dignity and hope.

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PALESTINE
During Dhul Hijjah of 2023, 69% of 
Palestinians in Gaza struggled to afford 
enough food. Even before the war, Gaza was 
almost unliveable because of the debilitating 
blockade, consistent deadly airstrikes, and 
high levels of unemployment.

Amid devastation and displacement in Gaza, 
Human Appeal adapted distributions where 
necessary, providing fresh meat where 
possible and canned/meat packs where 

access was restricted. Gaza distributions 
prioritised IDPs and hosting communities, 
reaching tens of thousands and offering 
families a moment of comfort amid conflict 
through Qurbani and Eid support.
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SENEGAL
Half of all people in Senegal live below the 
poverty line, struggling to meet their basic 
needs each day. With 70% of food imported 
here, and since the price hikes related to 
the war in Ukraine, families already facing 
hardship are now struggling to afford  
staple foods.

Last Eid, your Qurbani helped families in 
Senegal celebrate with joy and togetherness, 
despite ongoing economic hardship and 
rising food prices.

With your support, 279 goats and sheep 
were sacrificed across Thies and Touba Toll, 
producing 7,650 kg of fresh meat. These 
distributions reached 385 households (2,300 
people), offering relief to families struggling 
to afford basic foods.

Each Qurbani share was divided among 
several families, allowing them to enjoy  
a nourishing Eid meal and the blessings  
of community.

Last Eid, your Qurbani brought hope and 
nourishment to families across Somalia, 
where millions continue to face hunger  
and displacement due to conflict and 
extreme weather.

Your generosity supported 31,701 
households (190,206 people) through  
the sacrifice of 443 cows and 7,150 sheep. 
Vulnerable families, including widows, 
orphans, and child-headed households, 
received fresh meat, helping them celebrate 
Eid al-Adha with dignity and joy.

This was one of our largest Qurbani 
distributions, ensuring that families in crisis 
could share in the blessings of Eid together.

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SUDAN
Sudan is facing one of the world’s worst food 
crises, with millions of people displaced 
by conflict and over half the population 
struggling to find enough to eat.

Last Eid, your Qurbani brought relief and 
nourishment to families in Sudan, where 
conflict and displacement have left millions 
struggling to find enough food.

Through your generosity, 103 cows (721 
shares) were sacrificed in Port Sudan, 
producing 6,695 kg of fresh beef.  

These distributions reached 1,339 
households (7,725 people), including 
displaced families and those living in  
low-income communities.

Each household received about 5–6 kg  
of meat, easing hunger and allowing 
families to celebrate Eid al-Adha with  
hope and dignity.

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SYRIA
Years of conflict have decimated not only 
infrastructure in Syria, but people’s ability 
to make a living. 

Last Eid, your Qurbani helped families in 
Syria experience moments of joy and comfort 
despite years of conflict and hardship.

In Idlib and Al Zohoor village, 100 lambs 
were sacrificed, producing 2,136 kg of fresh 
meat for 712 households (3,974 people). 
Displaced families and camp residents were 
prioritised, ensuring they could share in a 
nourishing Eid meal.

Each Qurbani yielded about 21 kg of 
meat, shared between several families. 
Additionally, Eid gift events in Idlib camps 
reached 8,474 more people, including nearly 
4,000 children, spreading happiness across 
the community.

In Tanzania, food insecurity remains a 
major challenge, with around a quarter of 
the population unable to meet their daily 
nutritional needs. 

Last Eid, your Qurbani brought nourishment 
and celebration to families in Tanzania, 
where many continue to face food insecurity 
due to drought and rising living costs.

In Mbeya, 227 goats were sacrificed, 
producing 2,724 kg of clean, fresh meat.  

These distributions supported 681 
households (6,129 people), most of whom 
live below the poverty line.

Each family received around 4 kg of goat 
meat, helping them share in the blessings  
of Eid with dignity and togetherness.

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YEMEN
In Yemen, millions of families continue 
to face severe food insecurity as years of 
conflict, poverty, and economic collapse 
leave children and adults extremely 
vulnerable to malnutrition. Last Eid, your 
Qurbani brought nourishment, comfort, and 
dignity to families across Sana’a, Taiz, and 
surrounding areas, where many struggle  
to access even the most basic foods.

Through your generosity, a total of 8,818 
animals were sacrificed, including 5,591 
sheep and 3,227 goats, producing 
approximately 73,358 kg of fresh, clean 
meat. These distributions supported  

7,989 households in Taiz and 43,204 
individuals across Sana’a and Taiz, reaching 
families headed by widows, the elderly, 
people with disabilities, orphaned children, 
displaced families, and hospital patients.

Each household received a meaningful 
portion of fresh Qurbani meat — around  
3 kg per family in Taiz, and generous shares 
across Sana’a and its neighbouring districts 
— enabling families to celebrate Eid al-Adha 
with dignity, nourishment, and renewed 
hope during one of the most challenging 
times in Yemen’s recent history.
